What is Discipleship?

Macro View – Generically derives from the word ‘disciple’ or term ‘making disciples’
Micro View – Identifies someone as a personal follower of Christ

Can be used in two forms:
1. Personal View – to be or seek, “I need someone in my life to disciple me and help me with my short comings.”
2. Activity View – To go or do, “As a church we believe that we must seek the lost and show them how to be disciples of Christ”
The process or preaching the gospel of Jesus being the savior

What Discipleship is NOT?
A 2nd stage of development in Christ
Some groups teach that there is a difference between being a Christian that accepts Jesus and being a disciple (Acts 11:26)
There is no distinction between the two. If you are one who accepts Christ then you are also one that lives in such a way that you imitate him. (Follow me, change of purpose)
It is NOT a hierarchy 

How does on get taught or trained to be a disciple? 
Examples:
Titus 2:4, 2 Timothy 2:2, Ephesians 6:4, Hebrews 3:13, 1 Peter 4:10, Acts 18:24, Matthew 28:18-20
